A 5.3 litre, 32-Valve, 60° V8 with 350 propshaft horsepower and a host of technical innovations,
ranging from Variable Camshaft Timing to digital electronic throttle and gear controls, this
flagship engine is sure to be in great demand even before it arrives at our shores. A similar story
in fact, to that of its incredibly successful and ground-breaking predecessor, the Yamaha F250,
which was billed as “the world’s most powerful 4-stoke outboard” on its own launch day.
